This Deed is given to correct Warranty Deed dated April 4, 2018 and recorded on April 17, 2018
a8 Instrument No. 2018-02474. There were errors in the legal description provided by the
surveyor. Hence, it is exempt from transfer tax pursuant to Iowa Code §428A.2(10).
