ORDINANCE 2023 - 04 
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE MAP OF THE CLINTON COUNTY ZONING ORDINANCE RELATIVE 

TO THE ZONING DESIGNATION OF CERTAIN PROPERTY LOCATED IN SECTION 21, TOWNSHIP 81 
NORTH, RANGE 6 EAST OF THE 5TH P.M. IN CLINTON COUNTY, IOWA 

 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE CLINTON COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS: 
 Section 1: The zoning district boundaries of the County of Clinton Iowa are herewith changed so as to provide 
for the change of the following described property:  
  The Southwest 5 acres of the NW ¼ of the NW ¼ of section 35, township 83 north, range 5,  
  east of the 5th P.M. Clinton County Iowa, described as follows: 

See Exhibit “A” 
within the A-1 (Prime Agricultural) District of Clinton County, Iowa to M-1 (Limited Industrial). 
 Section 2: The change as hereinabove set forth shall be entered and made part of the zoning map of the County 
of Clinton, Iowa, which map is made part of the Zoning Ordinance of the County of Clinton, Iowa, by incorporation 
therein as set forth in Chapter III, Section 3.2 of the said Clinton County Zoning Ordinance, and the Chairperson of the 
Board of Supervisors in accord with Chapter III, Section 3.2.3 shall promptly note on said map the Ordinance numbers, 
nature of change and date of change. 
 Section 3: If any section, provision or part of this Ordinance shall be adjudged to be invalid or unconstitutional, 
such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the Ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or part thereof not 
adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

This Deed is given to correct Warranty Deed dated April 4, 2018 and recorded on April 17, 2018 as Instrument No. 2018-
02474. There were errors in the legal description provided by the surveyor. Hence, it is exempt from transfer tax pursuant to 
Iowa Code §428A.2(1O). 
The corrected legal description is: The northwest quarter (NW¼) of section thirty-five (35), township eighty-three (83) north, 
range five (5), East of the 5th P.M., excepting the following: Commencing at a point in the center of Highway No. 136 as now 
located, where said Highway passes over the center line dividing the north half (N½) and the south half (S½) of said section 
thirty-five (35) as the point of beginning; thence running northwesterly along the center line of said Highway No. 136, a 
distance of five and seventy-eight-hundredths (5.78) chains; thence 90° southwesterly, a distance of two and fifty-hundredths 
(2.50) chains; thence 90° southeasterly, a distance of one and thirty-one-hundredths (1.31) chains; thence 45° south, a distance 
of two and three-hundredths (2.03) chains to the center line dividing the north half (N½) and the south half (S½) of said section 
thirty-five (35); thence east along the center line dividing the north half (N½) and the south half (S½) of said section thirty-five 
(35), a distance of four and seventy-three-hundredths (4.73) chains to point of beginning.

RESOLUTION 2023-191 discussion: Supervisor George said she is always going to do what is right and one of 
those fundamental rights is landowner rights. She would never tell a farmer what to plant or what to raise. She asked 
an Alliant Energy official about the batteries being proposed for the location. He said a lot of substations have had 
batteries for a long time and they have never had an issue. She also doesn’t believe a green energy company will be 
bad stewards of the land. She believes the neighbors will be surprised how well this project turns out.  
Supervisor Srp said he missed the meeting Monday but did review the recording of the meeting. He said a lot of his 
thoughts about the solar projects have been communicated during the first round of the process. He agrees with 
George about landowner rights. He said he appreciates the discussion and expanded discussion on the battery storage 
and having information from professionals like Paul Hayes from Hiller. He believes all the concerns with the 
application have been addressed. 
Chairman Irwin said he agrees with George and Srp. He said they spent a lot of time and energy during the first 
permit process and considered all of the concerns and gathered answers. He said the battery installation was a 
difference from the first permit. He did his research and didn’t find any concerns. He said he appreciated the 
information from Hayes during the public hearing and from an email he sent him earlier in the week. He said 
property rights is probably the biggest deciding factor in this process. He believes the Board has done its due 
diligence on the permit. Irwin said there are more people signed up for this second phase than the first and he has 
received calls from people who do support the project. He said he is here to make decisions for what is best for the 
County and not based on re-election. Irwin said none of the Supervisors take this decision lightly.
