City limits to 0.30 miles south of 292nd Street (DOT Project Number NHSX-067-2(070)—3H-23), and 
 WHEREAS, the DOT has offered to include hot mix asphalt paving of selected 50 feet long county road 
approaches to U.S. 67 and receive reimbursement for the cost from Clinton County as detailed in Funding Agreement 
Number 2024-C-055, now 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Supervisors of Clinton County, Iowa, shall approve the 
Iowa DOT Funding Agreement No: 2024-C-055; and 
 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Chairman of the Board of Supervisors be authorized to execute said 
agreement on behalf of Clinton County, Iowa.
