RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE COUNTY CLINTON SHERIFF’S OFFICE TO
APPLY FOR THE 2024 CLINTON COUNTY
DEVELOPMENT ASSOCIATION (CCDA) GRANT APPLICATION

WHEREAS, the Clinton County Sheriff’s Office desires to apply for a grant offered
through the Clinton County Development Association (CCDA), seeking funding of up to
$75,000, which would be used to provide funding for training, training equipment and
other equipment to be used by law enforcement, fire or EMS within Clinton County, in
order to be better prepare all Clinton County Emergency Responders to a report of an
active shooting incident.
